MONTANA TWH RENDEZVOUS AND REGIONAL VERSATILITY SHOW

Saturday and Sunday, June 18 and 19, 2011

Blue Ribbon Arena, Deerlodge, Montana


SHOW INFORMATION

This show will be conducted by the rules of the 2011 WIWHA Rule Book (the 2/26/2011 version) and the 2011 TWHBEA Versatility Rule Book.  All 2011 USDA requirements concerning horse inspection will be followed.  (Please enter DQP area with a halter in case inspection is needed without saddle and bridle.)  Please refer to the above mentioned Rule Books for specific rules and class descriptions.  Contact WIWHA if you need a copy of their rule book-- www.WIWHA.org.  Contact TWHBEA for the Versatility Rule book-- www.TWHBEA.com.  

Adult classes are for persons 18 years of age or older as of December 31, 2009, and Youth Classes are for persons 17 years of age or younger as of December 31, 2009.  Youth are not allowed in Adult Classes.  Classes that do not stipulate Adult or Youth are open for all ages.  Youth 17 and under are eligible to show mares or geldings only.

· In  accordance with WIWHA  rules, Youth competitors 13 and under will be required to wear a helmet.

 Any youth 12 and under may ride 2-handed in any class they are eligible to participate.

Country and Trail Pleasure classes are Amateur Only.  ** Rule Change 01/29/2011: Trail Pleasure and Country Pleasure horses may be shown by a Professional/Trainer in non-rail, non-gait judged, Open classes for the purpose of exhibiting in Versatility classes.

All horses must show in their specific division only.   

All divisions are eligible to show in halter, versatility classes and open classes (e.g., TWH PLEASURE, Trail Obstacle, Pole Bending, Barrel Racing, Reining, Water Glass, etc.).  

Lite Shod division horses can show in Plantation classes.

Per USDA – all horses presented for DQP inspection must have saddles removed and braces off prior to being inspected. There will be a designated tack area near the DQP station.

Use of Plastic Wrap on horses on the show grounds is prohibited. Penalty – horse will be excused from exhibiting at the show.  See Points of Emphasis ( http://www.wiwha.org/files/Emphasis_to_Horse_Protection_Program_2010.pdf) 

SHOW DIVISION DESCRIPTIONS 

Country Pleasure – Consider this division if you are new to showing.  It is for horses with less animation (knee action less than 45 degrees).  The over stride may be shorter in this division but should never appear trotty or stiff.  The head nod should  be an up and down motion rather than side to side.  This is a no-canter, amateur only division.  The country pleasure horse must be alert, well-behaved, stand quietly, and back readily.  Judging parameters reward overall balance between horse and rider, correct gaits, smoothness, and economy of motion. Riding parameters allow 2 handed riding in Country Pleasure classes only and ring snaffles are allowed for any age horse in this division. 

Trail Pleasure – Another good division for people new to showing.  The Trail Pleasure horse exhibits similar characteristics to the Country Pleasure horse with relaxed ground-covering 4-beat gaits showing increased stride and reach with a distinctive up and down head nod.  

Lite Shod – The Lite Shod horse exhibits pleasure horse characteristics with true 4-beat gaits in a relaxed fashion with a driving stride and increased animation.

Plantation – The Plantation horse is the most animated division with the heaviest shoe allowed. 

TWH Pleasure – This division is open to horses from all divisions.  Classes may be designated as amateur only.  Classes with no designation are open.  Please note that Country Pleasure horses shown in this division must follow the riding parameters as described in the TWHBEA Versatility Rule Book (e.g. bits, attire, hands, etc).

SHOEING

Shoeing requirements will be regulated by the 2011 WIWHA rules.  NOTE: New Lite Shod shoe rule as of 1/29/2011.

Barefoot horses may be shown, however, the judge may disqualify lame or tender footed horses.  

GENERAL INFORMATION


See WIWHA rule book for more in-depth division descriptions, riding, and shoeing requirements for all divisions.

Copies of the 2011 WIWHA and the TWHBEA Versatility Rule Books will be available for reference at the show. 

Open Gaited Classes are open to any gaited equine breed (e.g., gaited mule, foxtrotter, etc).

Gate holds up to three minutes (for good cause) upon notification to the gate keeper will be allowed.

MY FAVORITE RIDE Class is for those trusted steeds that happily and comfortably carry us over hill and dale.  The class will come in at a dog walk or amble, then asked to move up to a bit of a flat walk, then move to your favorite gait be it a running walk, a stepping pace, rack, fox-trot or any comfortable intermediate gait.  Your normal tack and riding gear are appropriate and you may ride with one hand or two.  A time to bring your good riding horse, give them some arena experience, and have a good time.  The class will work both ways of the arena, line up and back upon request.  

The Montana TWH Regional Versatility Show management, TWHEA of Montana, Blue Ribbon Arena, and other officials will not be responsible for any articles that may be lost, destroyed or stolen, although precautions will be taken to protect the property of exhibitors.  The show will not be liable for any injury sustained in any way to exhibitors, horses, employees, or spectators.




ENTRY INFORMATION

Class fees: $15 for Adult non-championship classes, $10 for Youth non-championship classes, $20 for Adult championship classes,  $15 for Youth Championship classes. (No charge for the Model Championship class.)  See class list or entry form for free classes.

Class sponsorship is encouraged by participants to help keep show costs affordable for all.  See entry form.

Entries need to be postmarked by June 10th  to allow for secretarial receipt.  Late entries (those postmarked after June 10th) could be charged a $15.00 late fee.  Payment must be included with each entry for stall and office fees.  A signed (blank amount) check, made payable to TWHEAM, may be given to the show secretary to keep on file at the show. This will enable you to add /delete classes quickly and settle up with the secretary at the end of the show. Show numbers will be issued when you check in with the secretary and have appropriate forms and payment and/or blank check on file.The show office may be checking Registration Papers on all horses shown at this show, so bring your papers.  If papers are mailed in with entry form, please make sure that both sides of the papers are copied, so that registered owner’s name is shown, besides the registered name and number of the horse.  All horses must be registered with the TWHBEA and must be entered under their registered name and the registered owner’s name.  If the horse is being leased, please bring your lease agreement.

Current WIWHA amateur cards must be presented by all amateur participants (youth and adult).  Enclosed are Adult and Youth amateur card applications which can be submitted with your entry form (please submit separate check made payable to WIWHA for amateur card application). WIWHA amateur cards are $20.00 per year.  Obtaining your amateur card prior to the show and listing your number on the show entry form would be much appreciated. These forms are available on the Oregon TWHEA's web site  (http://www.twheao.com/).  If you are not an amateur or a youth, then you must present your Trainers card.  NOTE: New in 2011 – WIWHA will allow exhibitors to purchase a one time use amateur card in the amount of $10.  Exhibitors will not receive a numbered WIWHA amateur card.  Applications are still required for this option.

The trainer of the horse must sign all entries.  If you are the owner and also do your own training, then sign as owner and trainer.

Please list all riders for horses on the entry form.  Additional space is provided on back of form.

To receive pre-entry refunds, you will need a copy of the Veterinarian’s certificate specifying exact nature of the disability, accompanied by the Veterinarian’s bill for treatment.  Unredeemable fees will be calculated on a $25.00 stall fee and $20.00 office fee, with a maximum of $45 retained per horse.

Persons failing to pay their bills at the show will be charged a $40.00 service fee.  If the account is not settled after billing, it will be reported for collection.  If not resolved, suspension will result and names will be sent to WIWHA.  Those on suspension will not be allowed to show at WIWHA affiliated shows.  A $40.00 service charge will be assessed for any NSF checks.

36 Camper Hookups are available at $15 per night.   Most are RV type plugs.  First come-first served.  All parking must be in the pasture near the arena where the camper hookups are.  Only loading and unloading allowed by the barn.
