Registration form for the TWHEAM Trail Ride and Dinner at Holland Lake Lodge

Saturday, October 16, 2010

A TWHEAM-sponsored trail ride and dinner is being held on Saturday, October 16, 2010, at Holland Lake.  Holland Lake is located between the Mission Mountains and the Bob Marshall Wilderness area.  It is a very beautiful, tranquil, and scenic area with stunning views.  Many options exist there for lodging and trail riding.  There are the Owl Creek Packer Camp and Holland Lake Forest Service Campgrounds, and the Holland Lake Lodge (www.hollandlakelodge.com).  

The Owl Creek Packer Camp is a “first come-first served” camp spot with 8 campsites and 2 public corrals available.  Drinking water is available.  Each corral can hold up to 12 horses (providing they all get along).  There are spots for putting up a  temporary corral.  And it is permissible to tie horses to your trailer.  There isn't any charge for trailer/tent camping at the Owl Creek Packer Camp.  A cabin (that sleeps 4) is also available at this site which costs $30/night.  It can be reserved through www.reserveamerica.com.

The Holland Lake Campground could be used for camping as long as your horses are corralled at Owl Creek Packer Camp or near the Holland Lake Lodge.  This campground charges $15/night.  There are 40 campsites.

Holland Lake Lodge (located 20-30 miles north of Seeley Lake, mailing address of Condon, MT) has lake front cabins and rooms in the Lodge.  Cabin rental is $145/person/night for double occupancy.  Lodge rooms are $125/person/night for double occupancy.  All meals (breakfast, lunch, and dinner) are included in the price of this lodging.  There is a corral near the Lodge that can hold 6-8 horses.  We will all receive a 15% discount on prices at the Lodge for this event.  When calling for lodging reservations, let them know you are with the TWHEAM group.

Several options are available for trail riding depending on your skill level and the kind of experience you want to have.  We have a volunteer to lead a group of riders to the Upper Holland Lake.  This ride is very scenic but not for the faint of heart as the trail is very narrow and somewhat steep in spots.  This ride would be at a trail walk.  Plan on at least 4 hours for this ride.  (Note that there is a limit of 12 people/group that can ride into the Upper Holland Lake area which is in the Bob Marshall Wilderness area.)  We have another volunteer to take you on a ride which would involve a lot of gaiting which could be as long as the group wants.  I hear there is another trail that goes around the lake which could be very relaxed and slower paced.  

Everyone is responsible for making their own lodging reservations.  You are welcome to extend your stay.  Saturday will be the only “official” day set aside for the TWHEAM club ride.  All we need to know from you now is how many plan to trail ride on Saturday and stay for dinner.

Please return the following registration form to Sally Suk by October 1st.  Her email and snail mail addresses are at the bottom of the form.  Also take note that the first 40 people to register for this event will receive a $25 voucher for use at Holland Lake Lodge.  You must be a member of TWHEAM to be eligible.  You will be notified, preferably via email, if you are a “winner”.  The voucher will be given to you at the dinner on Saturday night.  This voucher can be applied to any costs you incur at Holland Lake Lodge for this event.
