
TWHEAM SCHOLARSHIP INFORMATION

The Tennessee Walking Horse Exhibitors’ Association of Montana will award a scholarship each year in the amount of $200 (based upon the availability of funds). Scholarship application deadline is April 1 and will be awarded at the annual meeting.  The scholarship will be awarded based on academic performance (1/3), extracurricular activities (1/3), equine involvement (1/3). Scholarship recipients are eligible to use the award for undergraduate educational expenses at the College, Junior College, University or Trade School of their choice.

Eligibility Requirements:

1. Applicant or applicant’s parents must be a member of TWHEAM for 2 consecutive years prior to application deadline: April 1

2. Cannot apply for the scholarship before junior year of high school

3. Cannot be over the age of 22

Distribution of Funds

The scholarship will be awarded to the recipient at the TWHEAM annual meeting, and will be good for the current academic year. The check will be made payable directly to the institution declared by the recipient. In the event that the recipient is a junior in high school, or for some reason needs to delay college for over one year, the money will be held by TWHEAM and will be paid out at the time of enrollment.   The recipient will be entitled only to the principle amount.
